They
stand for Gunsan City developing towards a central city of Korean West Coast in the
21st century, laying stress on the importance of the humanbeing, nature and future.

3. The seagull on the top means that Gunsan is a port city, the waters at the bottom stand

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Personified with motive of Camellia of Gunsan city's symbol, the yellow in main color is
pointing to the future, showing bright images, of which name is also “Balgmi” meaning
brightness.

O Geography

Gunsan is located at the mouth of the Geumgang River, which is at latitude 36°. This middle
latitude is also the latitude for such cities as Pohang (Korea), Qingdao (China), and Yokohama
(Japan). Mapo, Geumam-ri, Seosu-myeon is its east borderline, and Eocheongdo-ri, Okdo—myeon

is the west borderline. It stretches north to south from Eochongdo-ri, Okodo—-myeon to Biando-ri,
Okodo—myeon. Gunsan is 231.5km away from Seoul, the capital city, 140km from Gwangju and 47.9
km from Jeonju. Gunsan is a central port in the Pacific Rim region and is home to the Honam

Plains, which is situated on the left side of the Geumgang River. The 33.9km-|long Saemangeum

Seawall, the longest seawall in the world, opened its causeway in 2010 and is raising Gunsan’s

status to another level. The neighboring cities are lksan, Gimje, Seocheon—-gun, and Janghang-eup.
